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AUDIO GUIDE RENTAL RULES
1. These Rules establish terms and conditions for the provision of equipment (hereinafter — the audio guide) by the Culture Institution “St. Petersburg Palace of Culture for Educators” (INN 7812024086, KPP 783801001, address: Moika Embankment 94, St. Petersburg, 190000, Russia; hereinafter — the Palace, the Institution) to its Visitors.
2. Under the terms and conditions of the Contract, the Institution shall provide the Visitor with the audio guide for temporary possession and use in the Institution’s area (rental).
3. The cost of viewing the Palace interiors with the audio guide is determined by the applicable tariffs. The start and end of the rental period are established according to the Institution’s working hours.
4. Upon receipt, the Visitor shall check the audio guide without leaving the place of its receipt, shall follow the rules of its operation and safety regulations, and use it only as intended.
5. To ensure that the Visitor properly fulfills the obligation to return the audio guide in good condition, the Visitor puts down a security deposit in cash (hereinafter — the deposit) in the amount specified by the applicable tariffs of the Palace. A token is given to confirm the deposit.
6. Upon return, the administrator or the person on duty checks the audio guide for completeness and damage. The damage is understood as loss of integrity and serviceability of the audio guide, deep scratches, dents, cracks, mechanical damage, etc.
7. If there is no damage to the audio guide, the Visitor gives back the token he received earlier and the deposit is returned to the Visitor in full.
8. If the audio guide is damaged during its operation, the Visitor shall pay the cost of the damaged audio guide in line with the applicable tariffs of the Palace. The Palace has the right to offset the deposit against the claims to the Visitor.
9. The Institution has the right not to rent the audio guide if the Visitor refuses to pay the deposit.
10. The Institution has the right to unilaterally change the Audio Guide Rental Rules. Such changes come into force after they are approved by the sole executive body of the Institution.
